
Exodus 15:26  He said, “If you listen carefully to the voice of the LORD your God and do 
what is right in his eyes, if you pay attention to his commands and keep all his decrees, I 
will not bring on you any of the diseases I brought on the Egyptians, for I am the LORD, 
who heals you.” 

Exodus 23: 25  Worship the LORD  your God, and his blessing will be on your food and 
water, I will take away sickness from among you. 

Deuteronomy 7: 15  The LORD will keep you free from every disease.  He will not inflict 
on you the horrible diseases you knew in Egypt, but he will inflict them on all who hate you. 

Psalm 41: 3  Blessed is he who has regard for the 
weak, the Lord will sustain him on his sickbed and re-
store him from his bed of illness. 

Psalm 103: 2-3  Praise the  LORD, O my soul, and for-
get not all his benefits – who forgives all your sins and 
heals all your diseases. 

Psalm 107: 19-21  They cried to the LORD in their trou-
ble, and he saved them from their distress.  He sent 
forth his word and healed them; he rescued them from 
the grave.  Let them give thanks to the LORD for his 
unfailing love and his wonderful deeds for men. 

Psalm 118: 17  I shall not die but live, and proclaim 
what the LORD has done for me. 

Proverbs 3: 7-8  Do not be wise in your own eyes; fear the LORD and shun evil.  This will 
bring health to your body and nourishment to your bones. 

Proverbs 4: 20-22  My son, pay attention to what I say;  listen closely to my words.  Do 
not let them out of your sight, keep them within your heart; for they are life to those who 
find them and health to a man’s whole body. 

Isaiah 53:5  But he was pierced for our transgressions, he was crushed for our iniquities; 
the punishment that brought us peace was upon him, and by his wounds we are healed. 

Jeremiah 33:3  Call to me and I will answer you, and show you great and mighty things, 
which you do not know. 

Jeremiah 33:6  Nevertheless, I will bring health and healing to it; I will heal my people and 
will let them enjoy abundant peace and security. 

Matthew 8: 2-3  A man with leprosy came and knelt before him and said, “Lord, if you are 
willing you can make me clean.”  Jesus reached out his hand and touched the man.  “I am 
willing,” he said.  “Be clean!’ immediately he was cured of his leprosy.  

Matthew 8: 16-17  When evening came, many who were demon-possessed were brought 
to him, and he drove out the spirits with a word and healed all the sick.  This was to fulfill 
what was spoken through the prophet Isaiah: “He took up our infirmities and carried our 

diseases.” 

Mark 16: 15-18  He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the good news to all 
creation...and these signs will accompany those who believe: In my name they will drive 

out demons, they will speak in new tongues; they will pick up snakes with their hands, and 
when they drink deadly poison, it will not hurt them at all; they will place their hands on sick 

people, and they will get well.” 

John 10: 10  The thief comes only to steal, and to kill, 
and to destroy; I am come that they might have life, 

and that they might have it more abundantly. 

1 Corinthians 6: 19  Do you not know that your body 
is a temple of the Holy Spirit. 

2 Corinthians 2: 14  But thanks be to God, who al-
ways leads us in triumphal  proces-

sion  in  Christ  and  through  us   spreads everywhere 
the fragrance of the knowledge of him. 

Romans 8: 2  The law of the Spirit of life in Christ Je-
sus has set me free from the law of sin and death. 

Romans 8: 11  And if the Spirit of him who raised Je-
sus from the dead is living in you, he who raised Christ 

from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through his Spirit who lives in you. 

Romans 8: 37  Yet in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him who 
loved us. 

James 5: 14-15  Is any one of you sick?  He should call the elders of the church to pray 
over him and anoint him with oil in the name of the Lord.  And the prayer offered in faith 

will make the sick person well; the Lord will raise him up.  If he has sinned, he will be for-
given. 

1 Peter 2: 24  He himself bore our sins in his body on the tree, so that we might die to sins 
and live for righteousness; by his wounds you have been healed. 

2 Peter 1: 3  His divine power has given us everything we need for life and godliness 
through our knowledge of him who called us by his own glory and goodness. 

3 John 1: 2  Dear friend, I pray that you may enjoy good health and that all may go well 
with you, even as your soul is getting along well. 

Hebrews 13: 8  Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today and forever.
